Mr. David Darch the Director of Public Works and Engineering and Mr. Steve Boland Manager of
Operations both for the County of Renfrew Public Works Department reviewed the County’s
maintenance operations for County Roads and in particular County Road 635 (Swisha Rd.) that
falls within our municipality.
